CDDO Updates:
· 
March Affiliate Report Overview

· 1,036 individuals receiving services (769 adults, 267children) in Shawnee County.

· There were 4 individuals determined eligible; 1 determined ineligible; 1 port in.
· There were 4 crisis requests reviewed by the funding committee; 1 was approved and 3 were denied.
· 27 individuals have been Crisis approved since July 1st.

· There are 63 individuals without a case manager; 27 Medicaid eligible and 36 Non-Medicaid eligible. 

· Individuals changing service providers included: 10 day services (includes multiple providers), 10 - residential services, 1 - case management and 2 - payroll agents.

· There were 188 POC’s reviewed for the month. Of the POCs reviewed for in home supports, 57% was over allocation and 43% at allocation.

· Continuing with the CDDO updates. Ramona shared information about the Employment First initiative program and an SRS policy that had been written to address the needs of individuals that have both MH & DD diagnosis.

· The I-Hab contract work group discussed the number of contract exceptions this fiscal year and how it impacts funding the waiting list.   CDDOs may exceed allocation for the contract exceptions and the numbers continue to go up.  Ramona asked for input on the contract exceptions.  The number of children we have in SRS custody continues to increase and in this situation they transition directly into adult services before those on the waiting list.

· The challenging behavior and the medical services workgroups continue to meet.

· The advocates would like to maintain their seat (representation) at the table for the Statewide Funding Committee and Quality Oversight Committee meetings.
· There is always discussion on the crisis definition language and some CDDOs believe the criteria should be stricter.   Ramona stated that the Shawnee County CDDO does not agree. 
· The transition from Payroll Agents to Financial Management Services (FMS) was to be implemented by July 1st.  SRS is requesting an extension from CMS so it should be delayed until either October or November.  
· The SRS/CDDO/CSP Business meeting is May 20thfrom 1-4 at the SRS Learning Center. Ramona will forward information received from SRS to make sure you get it.  If you get it more than once just delete it, as some providers may not be on the SRS email group list.  Questions may be added to the SRS/CDDO/CSP meeting agenda but the person asking the question must be present or on the conference call.

· The statewide BASIS Assessment meeting minutes should be posted on the SRS website by Tuesday.

· Due to discussions about the behavior data collection process, a sub workgroup has been assigned to review the process. The reporting and interpreting differs from CDDO to CDDO area which is a concern. The Shawnee County CDDO continues to advocate that the data collection be for a reason not just to answer a BASIS question.  Providers should be collecting data to monitor if a behavior has improved.
· The committee discussed if individuals should be kept in the BASIS if they do not want to receive services and the answer was no.

· The System Transformation work group and the testing development under Del Marva made a recommendation to use another assessment tool versus the DDP. One of the tools discussed was the Supports Intensity Scale.  The Supports Intensity Scale does not apply to children so SRS contracted with the Beach Center at KU to conduct interviews with families, etc and submit a recommendation.
· The services page of BASIS was never revised so many CDDOs continue to maintain their own waiting list information.  The services page does not reflect people waiting for enhanced or HCBS services when funded with community support dollars.  
· Level of support – It was discussed how to record when an individual takes their medications all week at school but refuses on the weekends.  It was determined this is behavioral.

· Health assessments – special diets need to be reviewed every two years according to regulation; it is reasonable for a Screener to request documentation.

· It was suggested the residential provider give case managers a copy of an individual’s physical because TCM providers are required to have a current physical in the persons file for licensing reviews.

· It was asked that if an individual misses a community job for 14 days and attends day services should it be captured as missing 14 days of regular activities. The answer is no.

· Behavior Intervention Plan (question 13).  The BASIS manual clearly outlines the four items required; prevention, strategies, data collection; the frequency. The intervention plan utilized at school may be accepted when those items are included in the plan.

· It was asked when these changes are to be implemented.  Ramona stated that it is 30 days from when it is posted. 
· There were 12 Rights Responsibility Advocacy & Person Safety (RRAPS) graduates. The CDDO will continue to offer these classes two times a year.  The class is 6 consecutive weeks in the fall and in the spring. Each session is approximately 2 hours.  There has been several individuals’ state that they enjoyed the classes so much that they want to come back and help teach the next class.

· The 2010 CDDO canned food drive collected 2,780 non-perishable items and these items were distributed to residential providers serving 3 or more.

· The KMAP Liaison, Michelle Swain, presented information during the TCM affiliate meeting which included customer service, Health Wave, EA Workers and client obligations.

· The House and Senate have recently reconvened and are hoping that the state can recoup on by the one cent sales tax increase. At this time it is looking pretty good for DD services as funding was restored and no further cuts at this time.

· See attachment: An update on the PSH/KNI closings. Mary Ann Keating and Kathy Stiffler are on this workgroup as well as several family members. The workgroup has come up with a 7-8 page questionnaire for providers to fill out at the request of an individual’s parent and/or guardian. It was stated that the questionnaire is very fair. There is also a questionnaire for case management. Gov. Parkinson stated that no one would be required to leave the institutions in 2011. The workgroup will meet for the last time Thursday. SRS will work up a draft of these recommendations. It is not known how many from KNI will stay in Shawnee county.
· It was asked how an individual knows who is accepting referrals. There is an Affiliate provider list and a TCM provider list in the forms section of the BCI and the lists are posted on the CDDO website www.sncddo.org 
· The durable medical equipment funding for reimbursement to vendors has also been restored. 
· Ramona asked if anyone had ideas about training needed for staff supporting individuals with challenging behaviors.  There has been an increase of provider staff and family members calling the police for behavioral issues rather than criminal behaviors. The CDDO is aware that many providers have their own training and would like to provide assistance with hosting additional training if needed. It was stated that case managers are seeing more problems in school too. One suggestion was “Train the Trainer” by KNI which would train a designated staff at an agency to then train direct care workers. 
· The Council of Community Members is hosting a drive for new members. The Council continues to work on their transportation goal.
